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FDA orders seizure of adulterated Chinese honey

FDA officials have seized 64 drums of honey imported to the US from China,

because it is adulterated with an antibiotic that could cause serious illness or
death.

The government agency instructed federal marshals to move in on a warehouse in

Philadelphia, where the honey was being stored by ingredients company Alfred L. Wolff

Inc of Chicago. The company had purchased the honey from Califor nian importer Sweet
Work Inc, according to an FDA statement, which purchased it from Cheng Du Wai Yuan

Bee Products Company of Chengdu, China.

The action was taken after FDA testing showed up the presence of chloramohenicol, an
antibiotic that is not appr oved for food or feed use in the US. It is only used as a drug in
the US in infection cases where milder drugs do not work, and people who are sensitive

to it can develop a bone marrow disorder called aplastic anemia, which can lead to

death.

No-one from Alfred L Wolff was available to comment on the situation today, and it was
not clear at the time of publishing this article how the FDA came to test the honey
sample. It is also not clear whether any of the honey had been distributed for use in
consumer products.

The FDA Philadelphia District is in the process of investigating the affair together with US
marshals. A full inventory of the goods is underway, but the FSA has said it believes
then to have a value in excess of £32,000.

No theories have been publically aired as to how the drug came to be in the drums of
honey.

Pesticide Sensitive Crop Locater Update

Inthe firstsixmonths of operation, Nebraska’ s Pesticide
of records available in the database. A program with roots to a vineyard-flag project started by the Nebraska
Aviation Trades Association and Nebraska Winery and Grape Growers Association, the on-line Locater began
with approximately 100 vineyard locations. As of the end of May, approximately 240 locations are available
through the database and map search, and includes other sensitive crops such as fruits and vegetables, orchards,
nurseries, and organic crops.

Commercial applicators, especially with Right of Way (07), Ag Plant (01), Ornamental and Turf (04), or
Aerial (12) categories, as well as private applicators, are encouraged to frequently consult the Locater
information for sensitive crops near their application area, and take proper precautions to avoid drift.
Applicators are able to search sensitive crop locations by county or legal description to get a printable list. In
addition, users can visually see these locations in relation to roads and other features by using an interactive
Internet map.

NDA is also requesting all commercial growers of pesticide sensitive crops to check out the web site and

consider adding their crop and location information to the database. While it is good to see the database

Se
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increase, the current number of locations is believed to be a small percentage of the pesticide sensitive crop
locations currently in existence in the state. This project will only be successful with greater participation!
Sensitive crops could include fruits or vegetables, grapes (vineyards), honey, nursery (ornamental plants, plants
for seed, flowers/cut flowers, etc), orchards (trees for fruit/nuts), organic, and possibly other crops.

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Honey extract may slow apple juice spoilage (reprinted from The FoodNavigator Newsletter)

An extract from honey may prevent undesirable browning of apple juice and help the beverage stay on
shelves longer, suggests new research from Mexico.

Browning is a problem for fruit juices and particularly apple juice. It occurs in the presence of oxygen when the
enzyme polyphenol oxidase (PPO) converts phenolic compounds into dark coloured pigments.

i T hbrowning decreases both the acceptability and nutritional quality of the fresh juice; therefore, the use of
anti-br owni ng a g e rexplained Mexicaneesgarchers s HWTaG Food Science and Technology.

In keeping with the natural trend, the researchers examined the potential of a range of natural anti-browning

agents to inhibit the activity of PPO in an apple juice product.

Test details

Four agents were tested: an extract from Palo Fierro honey, caffeic acid phenetyl ester, L-cysteine, and 4-
hexylresorcinol. The compounds were used over a range of concentrations.

Results showed that apple juice containing the honey extract, cysteine, and 4-hexylresorcinol showed virtually

no browning, while the caffeic acid-containing juice did undergo significant browning.

i1 n fthese vesults, we suggest that Palo Fierro Honey (as a natural product) or its flavonoid rich extract

Emergency Assistance for Hgnbee Operations, including but not limited to, colony collapse disorder (CCD),
earthquake, floods, hurricane, tidal surges, tornado, excessive winds, volcanic eruption and wildfires.
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The "Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008" authorized up to $50 million in a calendar year for
the Emergency Assistance for Livestock, Honeybees andRaisad Fish Program (ELAP) to provide
emergency assistance to eligible producers of livestbokeybees and farmaised fish that have losses due
to disease, adverse weather or other conditions, including losses due to blizzards and wildfires, as determine
by the Secretary. ELAP covers losses occurrirgy after Jan. 1, 2008 and before Oct.2l}11that are not
covered under other Supplemental Agricultural Disaster Assistance Payment programs established by the
2008 Farm Bill. The other programs are the Livestock Forage Disaster Program (LFP), Livestock Indemnity
Program (LIP) and SupplementalvBnue Assistance Payments Program (SURE).

A national payment factor may be applied to ELAP payments if the funding availability of $50 million is
exceeded in a calendar year.
Eligible Honey bees

Eligible honeybees include bees housed in a managed hovesed for honey production, pollination
or honeybee breeding. Eligible honeybees do not include wild, feral honeybees, leaf cutter bees or other bee
species that are not used for producing honey, pollinating or breeding honeybees.
Eligible Honey bee Losse

ELAP covers the loss of honeybee colonies in excess of normal mortality, honeybee hives, and
purchased or produced honeybee feed that was damaged and was intended as feed for eligible honeybees,
including additional feed purchased above normal quargite sustain honeybees for a short time period
until additional feed becomes available.

To be eligible for ELAP payments, honeybee colony, hive and feed losses must be:due to an eligible
adverse weather or loss condition;
Xincurred by an eligible honegle producer in the county where the eligible adverse weather or loss
condition occurred.
Eligible Adverse Weather and Loss Conditions

In order to meet eligibility requirements for ELAP benefits for honeybee colony, hive and feed losses,
the losses must bdue to the direct result of an eligible adverse weather or loss condition, including but not
limited to, colony collapse disorder (CCD), earthquake, floods, hurricane, tidal surges, tornado, excessive
winds, volcanic eruption and wildfires.
Eligible Pralucer

To be eligible for honeybee losses, the producer must meet the Risk Management Purchase
Requirement (RMPR) and have an interest and risk in an eligible honeybee colony: being maintained for
producing honey, pollinating, or breeding bees for commenese as part of a farming operation on the
beginning date of the eligible adverse weather or loss condition;ieathysically located in the county where
the eligible adverse weather or eligible loss condition occurred on the beginning date of théedidverse
weather or loss conditiorfpr which the producer had an eligible honeybee loss.
Honeybee Colony Loss Payments

ELAP compensates eligible honeybee producers for eligible honeybee colony losses that occur in exci
of normal mortality becausef an eligible adverse weather or loss condition during the calendar year in which
benefits are requested. FSA has established a normal mortality rate for honeybee colony losses of 17.5
percent. Payments for honeybee colony losses are based on the avaragerket value of honeybee
colonies in the calendar year in which the loss occurs, as established by FSA. For 2008 and 2009 honeybee
colony losses, FSA has established an average fair market value of $60 per honeybee colony.



2008 and 2009 ELAP paymefidshoneybee colony losses will be based on 60 percent of the result of
multiplying: number of honeybee colonies lost in excess of normal mortality (17.5 percent) due to an eligible
adverse weather or loss condition; timé&60, average fair market valyer honeybee colony.

Required Documentation for Colony Collapse Disorder (CCD)

To be eligible for honeybee colony losses due to CCD, the honeybee producer must provide proof of honeyb
colony losses because of CCD, including but not limited to tlenwioly documentation:

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HoneybeeHive Loss Payments

Payments for honeybee hive losses are based on the average fair market value of honeybee hives in the
calendar year in which the loss occurs, as established by FSA. For 2008 and 2009 honeybee hive losses, FS
has established an averafgr market value of $200 per honeybee hive. The 2008 and 2009 ELAP payments
for honeybee hive losses will be based on 60 percent of the result of multiplying:

X number of honeybee hives lost due to an eligible adverse weather or loss condition, times;
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Honeybee Feed Loss Payments

Payments for honeybee feed losses are based on 60 percent of the actual cost of purchased or harvested fe
that was intended as feed for honeybees and was damaged becaaseetifjible adverse weather or loss
condition. This includes additional feed purchased above normal quantities to sustain the honeybees for a
short time period until additional feed becomes available.

Risk Management Purchase Requirement (RMPR)

To be elgible for ELAP, honeybee producers who have a risk in honey production for the purpose of producin
honey for commercial use as part of a farming operation, must for every commodity on every farm in which
the producer has an interest for the relevant pragr year:
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insurance administered under the Federal Crop Insurance Act (FCIA), except this obligation will not include
crop insurance pilot programs siesignated by the Risk Management Agency (RMA) or forage crops intended
for grazing;
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coverage by filing the required paperwork and paying the adnatise fee by the applicable State

application closing date, except that this requirement will not include forage on grazing land.

Producers are required to obtain a policy or plan of insurance equal to at least the catastrophic (CAT)
level of coveragemhave NAP coverage for each crop planted or intended to be planted for harvest on the
whole farm, excluding grazing. Eligible farmers and ranchers who meet the definition of "Socially
Disadvantaged," "Limited Resource," or "Beginning Farmer or Ranchapot dave to meet this requirement.
Honeybee Exception
For 2008 and 2009, NAP coverage was not available for loss of honeybee colonies or hives. Therefore, a
honeybee producer does not have to meet the risk management purchase requirement to be &igk0e8
and 2009 honeybee losses, ifthe produdeR 2 S&a y2i KIF @S yé 20KSNJ ONRLJ L
for harvest on the whole farm, excluding grazihgs a risk in a honeybee pollination or breeding operation;

a buyin fee equal to the applicable NAP service fee or catastrophic risk protection plan fee to become eligible
for ELAP payments.

2008 Exception



Due to the lateness of the Farm Bill, producers were allowed to-fbuto the ELAP program for 2008 by
paying fees equivalent to the NAP service fee or catastrophic risk protection plan coverage fee by Sept. 16,
2008. For 2008, if a producer who is otivese ineligible because of the purchase requirement and did not
meet the buyin deadline of Sept. 16, 2008, still may be eligible for ELAP if the producer paid the applicable fe
no later than May 18, 2009, provided that the producer agreed to buy crsyramce or NAP for the next year
for all of their crops, except for forage on grazing land.
2009 Exception

For 2009, the risk management protection requirement was waived for insurable crops where sales
closing dates for crop insurance coverage occurrefdte Aug. 14, 2008, if the bty fee was paid by Jan. 12,
20009.
Payment Eligibility and Limitations

The amount of any ELAP payment a honeybee producer is eligible to receive may be reduced by an
amount received by the producer for the same or simidess from any other disaster assistance program.

2008 Program Year
No person, as defined and determined under the provisions in 7 CFR part 1400 in effect for 2008, may receiv
more than $100,000 total in payments under ELAP, Livestock Forage DisagtanP(bFP), Livestock
Indemnity Program (LIP), and Supplemental Revenue Assistance Payments Program (SURE), combined. Als
applying the limitation on average adjusted gross income (AGI) for 2008, an individual or entity is ineligible fo
payment undetELAP if the individual's or entity's average AGI for 2005, 2006 and 2007 exceeds $2.5 million
under the provisions in 7 CFR part 1400 in effect for 2008 unless 75 percent or more of their income was fror
farming, ranching or forestry.

2009 and SubsequneProgram Years
For 2009 and subsequent program years, no person or legal entity, excluding a joint venture or general
partnership, may receive directly or indirectly, more than $100,000 total in payments under ELAP, LFP, LIP,
and SURE combined. For 2e08 the average AGI limitation relating to limits on payments for persons or
legal entities, excluding joint ventures and general partnerships, with certain levels of average AGI will apply.
Specifically, for 20021, a person or legal entity with an avgeadjusted gross nonfarm income, as defined in
7 CFR Part 1400 that exceeds $500,000 will not be eligible to receive ELAP payments. Direct attribution
provisions also apply to ELAP for 2009 and subsequent years. Under direct attribution, any paynegato a
entity also will be considered for payment limitation purposes to be a payment to persons or legal entities
with an interest in the legal entity or in a sw@ntity.
Applying for ELAP

To apply for ELAP benefits, producers who suffered honeybeesles®uld submit a notice of loss to
the local FSA service center that maintains the farm records for their business. To be eligible for 2008 and
2009 calendar year losses, the notice of loss must be provided to FSA by no later than May 5, 2010. To be
eligble for losses that occurred in 2010 and subsequent year losses, the producer must provide a notice of
loss to FSA the earlier of:

In addition to submitting a notice of loss, producers must file an application for payment at local FSA
service centers. ELAP sigm began Sept. 14, 2009, for eligible honeybee losses suffered during 2008 and 200!
due toeligible adverse weather or loss conditions. For 2008 lossesupignded Dec. 10, 2009, and for 2009
losses, sigiup ended Feb. 1, 2010; however, ldiled applications for 2008 and 2009 losses will be accepted
through May 5, 2010. For 2010 and subsent year losses, sigmp will end no later than 30 calendar days
after the end of the calendar year in which the honeybee loss occurred.
